The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m.
Item #1: Approval of minutes of the January 18, 2008 DRC Meeting minutes.

With a first by Matt Brock and a second by John Hatcher, the minutes of the January 18, 2008
DRC Meeting were unanimously approved as submitted.

Item #2: Revised Preliminary Plat, Wilkes Meadows, Phase 1 and 2, +109.84 acres, 47
Lots, Greene Ferry Road. (Revised-to change phase lines)

Abe Abouhamdan was present. Department comments were discussed as follows:

1. Abe will submit a field change to show the temporary turn-around required with
this revision. Sandy asked Abe to cloud the area involved with the field change.

2. Abe will speak with Ryan Jones of Environmental Health Services if any
questions remain regarding his comments.

3. Abe stated that the client intends to go ahead and final plat the first phase of this
project.

With a first by Sandy Thursby and a second by Matt Brock, the Preliminary Plat was
unanimously approved subject to corrections.

Item #3: Subdivision Construction Plans, Robinson Ridge (New Submittal), £25.293
acres, Whippoorwill Road. (see Revised Preliminary Plat dated February 23,
2007)

Abe Abouhamdan was present. Department comments were discussed as follows:
1. Delete Planning Comment #3.

2. Planning Comment #4. Krista stated that there may be an error with the tax parcel
numbers and asked Abe to verify them.
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3. Planning Comment #6. Abe will add a note to the plans regarding continuous
maintenance of the driveway access for Tax Parcel B-5-31L. Abe assured Matt
that access will be maintained until all work is completed on the road.

4. Planning Comment #7. This comment is deferred to Public Works for follow-up.
Sandy will check the code regarding access across the dam and discuss this
further with Abe.

5. Public Works Comment #3. The applicant will modify the grading at the entrance
as necessary to address drainage issues.

6. Public Works Comment #4. Abe will remove the 3 notes placed in error on the
gradingplanreg ar ding 12”7, 1 53heetdonfd3) 1 8” ¢ mp. (S
7. Abe will contact Ryan Jones of Environmental Health Services with any

questions regarding his comments.

8. Delete Utility comment.

9. EMA Comment #1. The addressing plan will be submitted prior to initiation of
the final plat process.

10. EMA Comment #2. The applicant will add a note to the plans to clarify
addressing on Lots 4 & 5 and Tax Parcel B-5-31L.

11. EMA Comment #3. Abe will provide a copy of the required addressing
agreement with the property owner of Tax Parcel B-5-31L.

12.  Delete Code Enforcement Comment #11. Matt will monitor this during the actual
construction process to assure compliance.

Item #4: Preliminary Plat, The Georgia Club, Neighborhood D, £5.301 acres, 5 Lots,
Barber Creek South.

Kevin Baer, Chris Adamson, Luis Imery and Brian Vandenberg were present. Department
comments were discussed as follows:

1. Sandy added a comment for Public Works that requires the applicant to label the cul-
de-sac dimensions. Specifications include a minimumof4 5 > fac¢ oof cur b and
to back of curb.

With a first by Quinton Still and a second by Matt Brock, the Preliminary Plat was unanimously
approved subject to corrections.

Item #5: Subdivision Construction Plans, the Georgia Club, Neighborhood D, +5.301
acres, 5 Lots, Barber Creek South.

Kevin Baer, Chris Adamson, Luis Imery and Brian Vandenberg were present. Department
comments were discussed as follows:

1. Planning Comment #3. The applicant will include an overall site plan in this
construction set.
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2. Planning Comment #10 and EMA Comment #2. Since the street at the end of
Indigo Bunting Road is located primarily in Oconee County, the applicant will
need to work with Quinton regarding street naming.

3. Public Works Comment #3. Kevin stated that this has not been done yet. Even
though water and sewer service is being provided by Barrow County, he will
contact Dan Wilson regarding the system components located in Oconee County.
The applicant will add a note to the plans clarifying that the water and sewer will
be maintained by Barrow County.

4. Matt and Sandy will both have additional comments regarding the live stream
crossing shown on Sheet EC1. Sandy will discuss this matter with Emil prior to
adding her comments.

5. Matt asked for clarification on the clearing and grubbing shown for the right-of-
way on Sheets SSP1 and SSP2. The sanitary sewer line installation and the
stabilization of the stream crossing are of specific concern. Kevin explained that
the applicant does not want to construct the street at this time, but would like to
go ahead and clear to the right-of-way boundary. Matt stated that he will have
additional comments on this issue.

6. Planning Comment #9. Kevin stated that the pond located on Lot B-10 is a
temporary sediment basin and that the applicant has not yet decided when it will
be removed. He will add a note to the plans clarifying when the pond will be
filled in. The note will specify that if the pond remains at the time of final
platting, a temporary drainage/maintenance easement will be required for it.

7. Kevin will add a note to Sheet #PP1 clarifying when the existing drainage
easement across Lot B-10 will be removed.

8. Code Enforcement Comment #5. Kevin stated that the Corps of Engineers
authorized the sanitary sewer lines and riprap in the live stream as shown on the
plans. He will provide Matt with a copy of the approved exhibit.

9. Code Enforcement Comment #7. Luis informed Matt that the storm pipes were
installed when the golf course was built in 2004.

Item #6: Adjourn

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 10:00 am.
