Regular Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m.
Motion to approve the April 8th minutes was approved. 
I.
Truck / Station Maintenance:
1.
Looked over outstanding work orders for Fire Rescue. Greg Peck requested a replacement 50’ section of 2.5” hose for Engine 201 supply hose bed. 
II.   Training:
1.    Chiefs reviewed the training schedule for May. May training consists of the following:  

1.75”, 3”, and 5” Hose Testing, “Laddering with a Purpose” classes, Victim Packaging & Drags

Drill, Burn Care & Oxygen Administration class, Pump & Drafting Drill, Power Tools Review, 


Truck Operations Class, Fire Hose Advancement Drill, GFA Building Construction Class, and 


“Safely Transporting Children by Ambulance” medical class.

Chiefs reviewed the Potential Firefighter and Medical Responder roster.

Bruce noted that twelve OCFR recruits are still doing well in the FF1 Class, and three EMT students 


still need to complete the National Registry EMT test.

Chiefs reviewed the monthly training hours for April, 2019.

Bruce asked for input on conducting live burns to earn ISO credit. ISO recommends 18 hours of live

burns per year per member. Keith Kelley voiced a concern about sending too many members out of 


county for live burns and that OCFR needs a training facility. Chiefs concluded that OCFR can try a 

live burn at ACCFD training facility in November if enough members will participate.

III. Miscellaneous:

Bruce encouraged Stations 1, 2, 4, and 7 members to implement the GroupMe app.

Bruce noted that OCFR raised $20,610 for the GFBF Boot Drive. 59 OCFR members participated

in the Boot Drive.

Bruce asked the Station Chiefs to encourage members to utilize the Rescue Trucks for medical calls.

Chiefs reviewed an updated movement of Engines and Tankers among stations. Chris Higginbotham 


suggested that Tanker 802’s frame be shortened in length to accommodate placement in Station 8. 


David Shadley was mentioned as a possible vendor.
